Twenty years ago, when I returned from my first Ride for Runaways, one of 

the first people I saw was my friend Doug McCune. Like many new riders, I couldnõt 

wait for the following yearõs ride and was practically jumping for joy about this won-

derful event for such a great cause in which I had the privilege of participating. 

Doug smiled and in his low-key way, told me heõd like to get involved. So on 

the 1994 Ride, Doug joined the Anchor House family, where he remained a fixture un-

til his tragic accident on the final day of the 2011 Ride for Runaways.  

I knew Doug a little better than most and he was so humble and modest that 

few riders knew the extent of his devotion to our cause. Itõs not a competition, but 

Doug was consistently one of our top fund-raisers. Indeed, several times when Doug 

was trying to decide whether to go on the Ride, he had to balance his desire to spend a 

little extra time with his wife, Susan Jeffries, with the responsibility he felt to the kids 

of Anchor House. 

If few knew that Doug was so devoted to our cause, even fewer knew that Doug 

was a bona fide genius. That word gets thrown around a lot, but in Dougõs case, it truly 

applied. A gifted mathematician and scientist who attended Yale when he was barely 

17, Doug headed the computational division of Princeton Plasma Physics Lab, creating 

software that was used by scientists around the world to analyze the results of nuclear 

fusion experiments. 

I donõt quite understand it, either, but hereõs all you really need to know about 

Doug McCune: he devoted his life to helping others. In his professional life, he worked 

to provide a source of abundant, clean and cheap energy for all of humanity. In part of 

his private life, he was so moved by the plight of the young people who come to Anchor 

House for help, that he raised tens of thousands of dollars for our cause. Doug was a 

good man and his loss will be keenly felt for a very long time.  

The outpouring of love and respect for Doug has been tremendous. Thank you to all who 

honored Doug by donating to the Foundation. A special thank you to Hugh Gratz for 

lending his expertise to members of the Anchor House family during a difficult time.  
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We Could Not Do The Ride Without You 

Anchor House would like to thank all who participated in the 2011 Ride 

for Runaways - all of those wonderful people that gave up a week of their time to 

help children less fortunate than themselves. We give them credit for their ef-

forts, and note a few things about this group such as an age range of 18 ð 86.

Saving the Children, One at a Time 

I always wanted to save the world. As a child I would play with my action fig-

ures, setting up scenarios with diabolical villains fixated on destroying the earth. Luckily 

for humanity, I was the only one able to thwart these plans and I had plenty of imagina-

tive ways to do so. However, I began to realize that I was not going to be saving the 

world anytime soon.  

During college I held on to a phrase one of my professors said in class one day on 

the topic of creating a worldwide change, òDo only what is within your power to do.ó My 

professor believes that we should narrow our focus to suit more manageable goals. Creat-

ing goals outside of our abilities can set us up for failure and, more importantly, discour-

age progress on the original plan. 

The Anchor House Ride for Runaways is an example of how small steps and man-

ageable, individualized goals can lead to incredible results. As I was sending emails to my 

friends and relatives explaining my participation in a charity bike ride, I didnõt imagine I 

could make a significant impact. Using social networking and the idea that every dollar 

counted, I started a crusade to get a dollar donated by all of my Facebook friends. I still 

felt that I had not done much, but with over two hundred participants and thousands of 

supporters joining together to support the cause, we are able to keep the doors open for 

our communitiesõ children every year.                                                       

This was my first year on the Anchor House Ride and, while I was told what to 

expect from my coworkers, I felt like I was in an episode of the òTwilight Zoneó upon the 

first few days. Everyone was so nice that it made me wary. What did I do to deserve their 

kindness? It quickly became apparent that these were some extraordinary people. As if 

taking time off of work or putting aside other obligations to participate in this cause was-

nõt testament enough to just how selfless the community is, the above and beyond altru-

ism for their fellow riders was is sufficient to stand alone. Never did a rider pass me when 

I was pulled over without asking if I needed help. When I noticed my computer fell off 

my bike a mile away from the hotel, all three of the riders I was with trekked back search-

ing the roads with me, even though a warm shower was just minutes away.  When we 

found my computer lying destroyed at an intersection, they offered to pitch in and get me 

a new one for the next day. And thereõs no way I can leave out the amazing support staff 

that kept us fueled, motivated and entertained. Thanks SAG. 

I had never experienced anything like this before. I had talked to the other riders 

about their thoughts on why this community was so special and what Iõve gathered is 

this: the selflessness that each rider puts toward completing a common goal makes them 

appreciate the others who are sharing the journey. Hardly a groundbreaking realization, 

but the ability for people to still smile and be courteous after a ninety-mile day astonishes 

me. Was I the only one who was ready to snap because I didnõt want to wait in line for 

some ice?  Somehow I squelched that impulse the first few days, and by the end of the trip 

I realized I no longer had it. Maybe it was the realization that the worst of my problems 

was to wait in a line. The kids we help had their opportunities seized before they knew 

they had them. Thatõs what kept me from getting off the bike during those unyielding 

hills. Thatõs what I work for every day with these youth.  

Letõs face it; I am never going to save the world. I canõt help everyone and thatõs 

okay. Iõm lucky enough to have found a cause Iõm passionate about helping that provides 

an opportunity for self-growth. When I asked other riders why they were doing The Ride, 

the core of the Anchor House mission echoed over and over. It was the same for all of 

those who had been riding, whether it was their first year or their twenty-fourth. òItõs for

Along with the month long celebration is the very special Adoption Day . 

November 19, 2011, will mark the 12th National Adoption Day. It's a special day 

because thousands of adoptions are finalized in court rooms all across the United 

States. The celebration grows larger each year as more and more states and court-

rooms become involved.  Since 2000, more than 30,000 children nationally have had 

their adoptions finalized on National Adoption Day. During the various Adoption 

Day events held last November, New Jersey alone finalized approximately 225 

adoptions.
